Available in both a browser and a smartphone app, Beehive ensures
seamless access. Parents/carers will receive a unique welcome email with
instructions on how to access the portal, while students can log in using

their school network credentials.

Here’s a round-up of what can be accessed via Beehive...

NEWS

See school news shared with both students and
parents. This can include anything from

clubs to competitions to reminders about
school closures.

TIMETABLES

Daily timetable information showing subject, room
and location information.

BEHAVIOUR

Allows staff to instantly give reward and behaviour
points. Parents can view their child’s attendance
and see reward and behaviour points given.

CONSENT

Parents/carers can set consent for use of images
in the media and marketing materials, as well as

how their child’s data is used in school to

celebrate achievements.

ASSIGNMENTS

A full homework management system where staff
can set class or group assignments and both
students and parents can view details

online, including due date and homework
requirements.

EVENTS

The events module shows a planned schedule of
after school events.
